[bookmark: _GoBack]Building Healthy Communities-South Kern (BHC-SK) is excited to announce the availability of 6 internship positions for the Spring and Summer of 2014.

BHC-SK is a 10-year initiative where communities are taking action to make where they live healthier. They are doing this by improving employment opportunities, education, housing, neighborhood safety, unhealthy environmental conditions, access to healthy foods and more. The goal: to build healthy communities for the next generation. 

The purpose of the BHC-SK Internship Program is to assist the BHC-SK Action Teams in their efforts to engage the youth and members of the communities of South Kern (Arvin, Greenfield, Lamont, and Weedpatch) in their work.  It is also for interns to explore service and career opportunities within their home community, and to help them contribute to the work of BHC-SK and the strengthening of the communities of South Kern. 


Internship Overview:
· Interns will work on specific projects and will be expected to work with staff and/or partners to complete these over the course of their internship. Because this work will be project-based, hours will be flexible, but will generally be 15 hours per week. Interns can expect to work occasional evenings and weekends. 
· Interns will work for a minimum of three months.  All interns will be expected to attend a Training and Orientation day. 
· Interns must have their own transportation in order to get to work, and to complete tasks for their project. 
· Eligible interns who successfully complete the internship will receive a $500 stipend. Interns must have a valid Social Security Number, and must have a permanent address (not a P.O. Box) in order to receive this stipend. 
· Interns are also encouraged to continue their relationship with BHC-SK beyond the course of their internship, and to continue working with the community on the goals of the BHC-SK.




Internship Position Descriptions:
There are 6 internship positions available. These positions are:
· Recreation Action Team Intern: Support the Recreation team in engaging youth and community in their work
· Education Action Team Intern: To support and assist the Education team in their efforts to engage the youth and community in their work.  
· BHC HUB Intern:  Support and assist the Communications Coordinator with projects, website, and other communication pieces.
· Business and Economic Development Intern – Assist the Economic Development team with creating local opportunities for Economic Development. 
· Health Action Team Intern-Assist Health team with the youth and resident engagement plan.  Help organize, recruit, and plan community events.
· Environment Action Team Intern- Assist the Environment team with the continuous support of the KEEN project and to aide with the planning, implementation, and evaluation of the forum that is outlined in our Resident Engagement & Budget proposal.

Eligibility Requirements:
· Applicants must be current or past residents of one of the BHC-SK communities (Arvin, Weedpatch, Lamont and Greenfield)
· Must have their own transportation 
· Must have a valid Social Security Number and physical address
· Self-motivated and ability to work independently
· Committed to the BHC-SK vision and goals


Application Process:
To apply, complete the BHC-SK Internship Program Application Cover Sheet, answer the accompanying written questions and submit these along with a copy of your resume, a list of relevant courses taken if applicable, and any supporting documentation you wish to share (samples of work, writing examples, research papers, letters of recommendation, etc.). Applicants being considered for an internship will be interviewed. Applicants must be available to work for three consecutive months ending no later than September 2014.
